After 6 km, turn right towards The Cavern, Alpine Heath and Hlalanathi. The Cavern is at the end of this 10km tarred road.
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Suggested clothing etc.

Sunglasses and camera and sunscreen are compulsory, binoculars a handy option. Long pants and a jumper or warmish fleecy would be good for game drives as it can get cold early in the morning and late in the evenings. I would also suggest some rain gear, just in case.
