Directions to Hoekie:

Just over an hour’s drive from Cape Town along the R27 north, direction west coast about 17km from Vredenburg, you will find our “village” Paternoster.

This quaint fisherman’s village offers you simplicity, endless soft beaches, good fishing, “kreef”, oysters, whale-watching, clean air and a tranquil atmosphere away from the city’s rat race.

· From Cape Town direction North

· Take R27 towards Velddrif

· At R45 crossing turn left

· Towards Vredenburg

· 17km from Vredenburg is Paternoster

· Cross the 4-way STOP

· Left at first street - Strandloper Ave

· Sharp turn to left

· Hoekie on the next corner

After playing golf at Langebaan, just go back to the R27. and turn left and follow the directions

Directions to La Dauphine

From the N1, take the turn off for Franschhoek (R45).  Keep on this road for about 10 or 15 minutes until you come into Franschhoek village.  Drive straight through the village till you come to the T  junction at the end where you will see the Monument.

Turn right and follow the road round for about three quarters of a kilometer until you see  a yellow sign saying Private Road  (Verdun Road) (2nd turning) on your left.  Drive down Verdun Road for about 120 meters.

Auberge La Dauphine will be on your right hand side.

Satellite Navigation systems do not recognize Verdun Road which is a private road.
